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Seeking patient referrals, or physicians willing to relate the outcomes of prescribing intraurethral trimix for their own patients (brief summary by email is acceptable).

Suggested Patient Criteria:

1. Those currently using injection methods with alprostadil alone or in combination

2. Viagra, Levitra, Cialis treatment failure or dissatisfaction

3. Those with contraindications for the above.

4. Motivated to use treatment with some discomfort, with outflow constriction device, such as Actis or others.

Intraurethral TriMix contains alprostadil, prazosin and papaverine formulated to readily cross the urethral membrane as described in US Patent 6,365,590.

Formulation neutralizes the acidity of alprostadil with the alkaline agents prazosin and papaverine and includes the local anaesthetic lidocaine.

Intraurethral Trimix, like injectable Trimix, is compounded by participating pharmacists from FDA approved pharmaceuticals for an off-label purpose.  This requires only a prescription and a documented disclosure to the patient that the medication will be administered by a non-standard delivery system.  (Downloadable example at:

Prescription:

Alprostadil 1 mg

Papaverine 400 ug

Prazosin 200 ug

Lidocaine 263 ug

In a proprietary liposomal preparation to make 40 milligrams

Sig.  Urinate.  Put on constriction device if so directed.  Insert catheter one inch into urinary opening.  Push plunger through four of the smallest marks (40 microliters) or as directed.  As the catheter is removed, hold the urinary opening closed and massage the medicine toward your body for a few seconds.

Contraindications:  sensitivity to the ingredients, urethritis, hypovolemia, hypotension
